
July 6-22, 2009 
17 Days 

Join us on a journey that takes us to the unique provinces of Nova Scotia and Newfoundland.  Breathtaking scenery, 
wildlife, history and perhaps even an iceberg make this a vacation you wonôt soon forget. 
 
July 6 we pickup in our guaranteed departure cities as we travel to Chicago, IL.  This evening we board 
an Amtrak train, bound for Boston. 
 
July 7 the train is scheduled to arrive at South Station in Boston late evening.  We will be greeted by our 
tour guide and deluxe motor coach.  We stay at a hotel in the area. 
 
July 8 enjoy breakfast before departing for Bar Harbor, ME.  In Acadia National Park, weôll drive to the 
top of Cadillac Mountain for a view of Penobscot Bay and the resort town of Bar Harbor.  Bar Harbor 
was discovered by the wealthy of Philadelphia, New York and Washington, who built large ñcottagesò for 
summer vacationing.  Yachting was a favorite pastime.  Weôll enjoy this picturesque town and end the day with a tra-
ditional Lobster Dinner. 
 
July 9 breakfast is included aboard the CAT ferry as we travel to Yarmouth, Nova Scotia.  After going 
through Customs, weôll drive along the Evangeline Trail toward Halifax.  Along the way weôll stop at 
Grand Pre Historic Park, which shows the history of the Acadians in Nova Scotia and commemorates 
the epic poem, ñEvanelineò by Henry W. Longfellow.  We will pass through the Annapolis Valley, the 
most fertile farming area in the province.  We have dinner and stay the night in Nova Scotiaôs largest 
city, Halifax. 
 
July 10 following breakfast a guide joins us for a city tour.  See the sights and hear of the rich and 
diverse history of this port.  A visit to the Citadel, one of the finest remaining examples of a 19th century 
star-shaped fortification, should be a highlight.  Later we travel to Cape Breton Island by way of the 
Canso Causeway.  Most of the province is surrounded by water - the Atlantic Ocean, Northum-
berland Strait and Bay of Fundy.  We have dinner and stay the night in Baddeck, NS. 
 
July 11 after breakfast we visit the Alexander Graham Bell National Historic Site, com-
memorating the inventor of the telephone as well as his scientific and humanitarian achieve-
ments.  We then travel to North Sydney to board the 1:00 PM ferry for our trip to Port aux 
Basques, Newfoundland.  We should arrive around 7:00 PM and travel to Corner Brook where 
weôll stay and have dinner tonight. 
 
July 12 enjoy breakfast before our local step-on guide meets us for a tour of the area.  Weôll 
see Captain Cookõs Monument here and learn of this great explorer.  From Corner Brook we continue through pic-
turesque countryside, rolling hills, mountains and rivers to Gros Morne National Park.  Gros Morne pro-
vides one of the worldôs great geology lessons.  It is also UNESCO World Heritage Site.  We may even 
see the center of the earth on our tour as we visit the Tablelands where 50 miles of the earthôs mantle has 
been shoved up on land from beneath the ocean floor.  We go on a boat cruise across the fjord before we 
leave the area.  This two-hour interpretive tour is sure to be a hit!  We continue to Deer Lake.   Enjoy din-
ner and overnight here. 
 
July 13 after breakfast we travel to Twillingate, one of the best kept secrets in the world.  Here we can 
breathe the fresh Atlantic air, view the spectacular scenery and maybe even see icebergs like those that 
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sank the Titanic off the coast.  Weôll visit Longpoint Lighthouse and watch for whales and icebergs as 
they travel along Iceberg Alley.  Dinner and our overnight accommodations are in Grand Falls. 
 
July 14 following breakfast we depart for the Salmonoid Interpretation Center, North Americaôs 
largest salmon enhancement project.  We learn about the life cycle of Atlantic salmon and watch 
the fish fight the currents from a lower-level observatory.  We continue to Gander, the former cross-
roads of the world.  Tragically, Gander was also the site of the 1985 Arrow Air crash that claimed 
the lives of 256 American servicemen of the 101st Airborne Division returning from service in the 
Middle East.  We will visit the Silent Witness Memorial dedicated to these individuals.  This eve-
ning we will enjoy a local favorite ï a Jiggs Dinner, a Newfoundland-style stew. 
 
July 15 enjoy breakfast before we travel through Terra Nova National Park which is actually part 
of the Appalachian Mountains.  Many wild animals live in the park where ponds and lakes dot the 
landscape.  We stop for lunch in the park and then continue to the capital city of Newfoundland, St. 
Johnôs, North Americanôs oldest city.  Here is where the sun rises first on the New World.  Dinner 
and our hotel are in St. Johnôs tonight. 
 
July 16 take time after breakfast to walk on Water Street, the oldest street in North America.  Did 
you know that St. Johnôs is closer to Europe than any other city in North America.  Enjoy the view 
of the natural harbor where vessels lay anchored 40 years before the Mayflower landed.  We tour Signal 
Hill.  It is on this point that Guglielmo Marconi received the first Trans-Atlantic Radio signal.  Watch the 
waves of Europe crash on the shore of Cape Spear, North Americanôs most Easterly point.  The scenery is 
spectacular and whales are often seen from this location.  We will enjoy another evening in 
St. Johnôs with dinner and time to relax at the hotel.  
 
July 17 breakfast may be on the run this morning as we have a very early ferry to catch 
from Argentia back to Nova Scotia.  The entire day will be spent on board.  We arrive in 
North Sydney late this evening where we will check into our hotel. 
 
July 18 following breakfast we catch another ferry from Caribou to Prince Edward Island.  
The crossing takes approximately 1ı hours.  Weôll travel through the provincial capital, 
Charlottetown on our way to visit the Anne of Green Gables House.  Later, weôll check into 
our hotel for the evening.  Later tonight we enjoy another traditional lobster dinner. 
 
July 19 after breakfast we are off to Borden where we cross the new bridge to Cape Tormentine, New 
Brunswick.  We visit Magnetic Hill in Moncton, the second most visited natural attraction in 
Canada.  Here gravity seems to be on vacation as our coach appears to coast uphill!  We 
continue to Kings Landing Historic Settlement where weôll enjoy a Royal Feast.  Tonight, 
we stay in Fredericton. 
 
July 20 after breakfast we leave Fredericton and cross the border back into the United 
States at the towns of St. Stephen, NB, and Calais,ME.  We continue through Maine to 
Portland, its largest city, where we will spend the night and enjoy a ñfarewellò dinner. 
 
July 21 following breakfast we will depart for Boston where we board our Amtrak train for 
our journey home. 
 
July 22 we are scheduled to arrive in Chicago mid-morning.  Our motor coach will be at the station ready to 
return us to our departure cities.   
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
